
JVK International Movers Ltd. leverages
Planet Supra Thermal Barrier Paint to
improve personnel working conditions.

JVK’s cargo trucks, when moving clients’ furniture and
equipment, are accompanied by workers travelling in light
trucks converted to carrying passengers. The passenger
compartment is made of non-insulated metal sheet and isn’t
air-conditioned: it gets really hot inside during long hauls in
Thailand’s warm weather.

To improve personnel’s comfort and to reduce the company’s
carbon footprint pending ISO 14,000 certification, JVK painted a
pilot truck with Planet Supra, reducing temperature on roof
backside indoors by 18.5°C, even during January’s mild weather.
